Fundraising Goal

Tuition and Residential Scholarships
In 2023, the Foundation received over 700 applications during the three-month application period. After 
a rigorous selection process, 15 new tuition and residential scholarships were awarded to outstanding 
applicants. The 15 applicants now join the existing 30 scholarship recipients who are being funded to 
continue with their undergraduate degree programs in Ghana. Since the Foundation’s inception in 2019, a 
total of 70 tuition and 70 residential scholarships have been awarded.
